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Research projects will be presented involving visualization and virtual reality in education and biomedicine.  Visualization allows researchers to create graphical representations in developing a deeper understanding of the complex scientific data under investigation from the results of computations and simulations. It utilizes virtual reality, image and signal processing, and system design to achieve this goal.
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
