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In my work, cooperation is a descriptive phenomenon that I bring together in connection with the enabling of mathematics learning in primary school education. I do not associate with this term the normative concept or make claims for a stronger application of group work or social learning in mathematics classes.  Here I am dealing with the interaction of currently accomplished realizations of cooperation.  My research questions are aimed at which enabling conditions can be interactively produced for an accessible mathematics learning process.
